Proposed Changes: 
Section 1.  Add “annual” between “the” and “retraining” in line 5.

 

Section 2.  The Association shall endeavor to sponsor an annual retraining seminar to supplement the members’ continuing professional education.  The Association shall be responsible for all aspects of the retraining seminar, including, but not limited to, determining the dates, location, and training programs to be presented.  The designation of seminar speakers employed by the Department of Forensic Science (DFS) shall be determined by DFS through its Director or his designee.  All other speakers at the annual retraining seminar shall be determined by the Association.  Speakers who are neither employees of DFS nor members of the Association must be approved by the Board of Directors of the Association.  In all other respects the Board may delegate authority to the DFS Consultant to act on behalf of the Association in all activities necessary to prepare and present the Association’s annual retraining seminar.  A period of time during the seminar shall be reserved for the annual business meeting of the Association.
