· Larry Claytor made a motion to accept the minutes of the prior year’s meetings as published, 2nd by Steve Neely, and passed by voice vote.

· Treasurer’s report, motion made to accept as published, 2nd by Ralph Barfield. Motion passed by voice vote.
· Ethics committee report by Rick Conway: the Charlottesville Commonwealth’s Attorney’s has filed a complaint on Larry McCann regarding his testimony as a defense witness in a murder case. Larry has been informed of, and provided a copy of the complaint. He has said he will review the complaint and will respond at the November 18, 2005 Board meeting to be held at the Central Lab in Richmond following the next Academy graduation. This will allow the Board to investigate this complaint fully. Current by-laws require a vote of the general membership at the annual meeting before any action of a disciplinary nature can be taken following the investigation of such complaints on a member. There may be a need to discuss a possible by-law change to allow the Board to take action in these cases prior to our annual meeting in the future. General discussion followed and all were advised that further details of the investigation and complaint would be posted on the VFSAAA website for members to access. · We have $6,178.90 in a CD which will be split into thirds by its rollover date in November 2005 to be reinvested for better interest returns.

· Recognition of graduates and new members from the 63rd and 64th Sessions with presentation of member pins by Dan Grinnan.

· Nomination Committee report – Jim Gogan – all of the current board members desire to maintain their positions. Nominations from the floor were requested. None made, Larry Claytor made motion to close the nominations and accept the slate as presented, 2nd by Steve Neely, passed by voice vote. The new board was sworn in by Ralph Barfield.
