Call to order at 1533 hours by President Mark Garman. The doors were closed and a quorum was established by Sergeant at Arms , John Smith.

There was a moment of silence to honor and remember the Virginia police officers killed in the line of duty during 2006.

· July Board Meeting minutes for 07/18/2006 were presented and approved by voice vote.
· Treasurer’s report for 07/18/2006 was presented and accepted by voice vote.

· 2006 Forensic Award presentation to Matt Anderson of the Fairfax County Police Department for his work on an attempted capital murder of a police officer.

· Honorary membership nominations were presented for Michael Grimm, and John Ward. Both were accepted by unanimous voice vote.

Old business: Larry McCann complaint. Ethics committee chairman, Rick Conway, presented the results of that committee’s investigation into the complaints made by the Charlottesville Commonwealth Attorney’s Office and the Virginia Beach Commonwealth Attorney’s Office. A call for Mr. McCann, or his representative was made to the attendees with no response from the floor. Discussion from the floor followed. The options available under our current by-laws were explained to the membership. A motion from the floor by Troy Steele was made to terminate the membership of Larry McCann in the Virginia Forensic Science Academy Alumni Association. The motion received a second from Donald D. Brooks. The motion was passed by unanimous voice vote of the members present. Rick Conway will compose a notification letter to Mr. McCann to be signed by President Mark Garman notifying Mr. McCann of the action taken by the membership of the VFSAAA. 
Committee reports: 

· Membership/Ethics – nothing new to report.

· Legislative and By-Laws, members had given proposed changes in a packet for their review prior to this meeting. Changes include creating a life membership, and updating the Executive Board authority in dealing with and investigating complaints on members in a more timely fashion. Motion by Troy Steele to accept the by-law changes as proposed, additional discussion followed. The motion was accepted by voice vote.

· Graduates of the 65th, 66th, and 67th Virginia Forensic Science Academy sessions were recognized and welcomed by the membership.

· No new business from the floor.

The slate of officers was accepted as presented by voice vote. Dan Grinnan gave the oath of office to the new board.
Terry McCurdy addressed the membership and presented out-going president Mark Garman with a plaque and gifts.
