The Board will offer a room to the VFSAAA’s attorney for the yearly fees at the annual Retraining.

Authorizes the spending of up to $75.00 for flowers in reference to the death/hospitalization of a member or an immediate family member by a Board member.

Authorized the President to spend up to $500.00 per purchase w/o Board approval for incidental items.

During the 11/2004 Board meeting the Board set the cost of dues for the Fall class at $20.00 and the Spring class at $15.00.

At the Nov 2006 Board meeting the dues for the Summer class was set at                                     $25.00, or the current full payment, for their membership. The dues will be good for the remainder of the year and then for the full upcoming year.
