President Manspile called meeting to order at approx. 0740 hours.

He stated that an announcement was made at the General Membership that any left over beer would be sent to the Hospitality Suite. The Board stated that the decision was strictly a matter of saving the Association $250.00. 


2. Dan G. brought up the cost of using the hotel. He stated that there have been conversations with the hotel over the rising cost. Carl S. said one of the problems is the hotel charging for everything, i.e. ice for the drinks. Where the Social is located was also discussed. The topic of the hotel then broke down into various conversations by various members with no general direction. Gary F. then suggested that a motion be made to form a committee to look into the hotel cost/location. Gary F. then made a motion to start a committee to research relocating the Retraining hotel site. The motion was second from the group. It passed without dissension. The committee members were named as Gary F., Dan G., Terry M., Paul (?), and Dan Clanton, VBPD.









3. Larry C. asked about the use/control of the laptop. Ralph M. said it should be handle between Larry C. (Treasurer) and Ralph B. (2ND VP).

The meeting again broke down into various small conversations by various members/groups concerning the aspect of charging a fee to attend Retraining. It was mentioned that the BY-Laws does not cover charging a fee to attend.

5.Carl S. suggested that the Social have a guest speaker. Dan said that it has been done in the past. The meeting again broke down into various small conversations by various members/groups about having a guest speaker and other aspects for improving Retraining/Social. 



6.Tom P. stated that talk has started in the North about having a one-day Northern section meeting.







7.Tom P. also suggested the resurgence of social events at Retraining (volleyball).










8. Rick C. mentioned the VHIA and the awards they give out each year. He suggested the Association look into that. A general discussion was held about the prospect of a yearly award for an Association member reference his/her Crime Scene work. The meeting again broke down into various small conversations by various members/groups concerning the issue. Chuck P. made a motion to form a committee to look into awards. It was 2nd by Gary F. Rick C. said he would help. This will be a fact-finding committee with a report at the Nov meeting. The motion passed without dissension.
