Meeting was called to order at approx. 1210 hours.

President Jerry Scott welcomed the new and returning Board Members.

President Scott advised that Gary Fox left the Board because he left law enforcement work. However, Gary obtained a new job with the Chincoteague Police Department and is looking forward to involvement with the board and the VFSAAA

Treasurer’s Report: Larry Claytor presented the treasurer’s Report. Larry stated that he obtained all the necessary paperwork from Gary Brunelli, the previous Treasurer, at the “Beach Retraining”.  Bob Zinn and Bob Scalron audited the account and paperwork. All was found to be in order.

Of Interest: 1. A check for $500.00 was sent to the World Trade Center 9-11 Relief Fund. Kamico and Dan started the ball rolling on this shortly after the attack. 2. Larry noticed that two checks were missing from the books of unwritten checks that we have on hand. A stop payment was placed on each check. The checks were most likely issued previously but corresponding paperwork cannot be located to support this. 

Motion was made by Ralph Manspile to accept the Treasurer’s Report; it was second by Ralph Barfield and passed unanimously by the Board.

Legislative Report: Rick Conway presented the Legislative Report. The Crime Commission has begun a two-year study of the entire 18.2 code. As part of the study they are going to go over issues effecting the DFS, possibly DWI/Certificates and the Data Bank. Rick will work with Dr “Paul” to keep up on the progress.  The Commission will also address penalties for various crimes. Recommendations will be made to the General Assembly by the Commission in 2003. Rick will keep the Board up to date.

Secretary Report: Ralph Barfield advised that the Minutes for the Annual Membership Meeting, 08/30/2001, were not ready because of health issues. Copies of the other meetings at the “Beach” are available. Mark Garman will have the General Membership Meeting Minutes of 08/30/2001 available at the May 2002 Board Meeting.

Benson requested a Liaison for contact from each region. It was suggested that the Director for the specific region handle this responsibility. 

Benson Committee Donation: A motion was made by Rick Conway to make a $1500.00 donation to the Benson fund. The board held a general discussion. Included in the discussion was a new motion to give $1000.00 now and then $500.00 in April 2002. Carl S seconded the motion and it passed unanimously. 

A $1000.00 check was made to the Benson Fund and given to the Committee.

Academy Issues: Dan Grinnan went over the up coming training schedule for 2002.

Dan advised of new course names. The Bloodstain Workshop has been changed to the IAPBA Conference Update.

Ralph Barfield requested more training classes in Waynesboro for Evidence Tech. and Evidence Packaging classes. Tom P. wondered if Academy grads could be used for teaching.

Dan G. explained that they will try, but the number of available instructors is a big problem. No new positions are slated for the Academy/Training staff. The Board discussed the issued in general including part time instructors who are VFSA grads. No firm answers could be given.

Retraining Discussions: Retraining at the beach and the Banquet were discussed in length. The general consensus was that things went very well. A sign-up form for the banquet will be placed in the mail out package for the Beach Retraining. Hopefully this will give a better attendance number for the hotel. Feedback from members on the 2001 Retraining was good, including the banquet. The banquet at the hotel was discussed. It was decided to have it at the hotel again. 

Carl S. advised that the Hospitality Room went well.  Asked if there was any feedback. All feed back was positive. Smith Setzer will likely “host” the Hospitality Room again. A letter was sent to Smith Setzer thanking them. It was suggested that a plaque be given next year.

Ralph M. discussed re-ordering VFSAAA clothing and other items. A general discussion was held on sizes, stock control, and items to order. The need for patches was brought up. It was requested that Board members check their respective areas/vendors and get an estimate for patches. 

$3400.00 in clothing and other items were ordered for Retraining (2001), $5000.00 in items were sold.

Old Business: None

New Business: Ralph Manspile suggested a meeting, work session, in Feb to update Board Member notebooks, a Roberts Rules of Order workshop, and other similar topics. Ralph will look into this and get back with members of the board.

Ralph Barfield asked about the possibility of “golf shirts” for the Board Members so they could be easily identified at meetings. After discussion the Board said thought it was not necessary. It was felt that the ID tags are good enough.

Jerry Scott questioned if we are competing with Benson for 50/50 at the Beach. Do we want to split the 50/50 times with Benson or do we want to combine our selling efforts and split the profits with them? A discussion was held and it was decided to keep the morning and afternoon sessions are split to between the two to keep things even. 

Jerry Scott questioned if the VFSAAA logo is copyrighted. Rick Conway noted this in past. He will look into it for future meetings.

Ralph Manspile made a motion to adjourn at 13:30 hours. Motion was accepted, seconded, and passed.
