The meeting was called to order by President Terry McCurdy.

Treasurer’s Report – none as Ted Robinson was not present for the meeting.

Benson Committee – no report

Social Committee – Feedback from Va. Beach generally was very good in spite of the weather.

Honorary membership nomination – Terry Riggs, was not received in time for inclusion at 2006 retraining. The nomination will be included for presentation at the 2007 retraining.

Ethics/membership/legislative committee – Rick Conway – nothing to report since 2006 retraining. No complaints on members have been received.
